Immersion of pliers for the shortest 
time (within manufacturer’s guidelines), will minimize chemical 
exposure and still retain effectiveness. Avoid metal-to-metal contact of 
plier tips when loading trays. Lubricate hinge joints each week with a 
quality, pure silicone lubricant.
